also use student achievement on these assessments to assess progress towards the CBILC goals related 
to the MYSP value of Excel. The 2023-2024 EQAO data indicate that DPCDSB students continue to have 
high achievement in all literacy assessments. DPCDSB students have outperformed students in the 
province in all literacy assessments. On the other hand, while DPCDSB students outperformed the 
province in primary mathematics, math continues to be a challenge in Grades 6 and 9 in DPCDSB. 
Proportionately fewer DPCDSB students achieved or exceeded the provincial standard in Grades 6 and 9 
mathematics compared to their peers provincially. 
 
Summary of Findings 
The evaluation of the MYSP revealed a landscape where foundational Catholic values are well-integrated 
and respected, yet significant challenges persist in academic support, mental health, and equity. The 
decline in attitudes towards key academic areas like mathematics and literacy suggests that, while 
strategic plans are thoughtfully crafted, their practical imp

BACKGROUND 
 

In September 2023, the Ministry of Education (Ministry) launched the Mathematics Action Achievement 
Plan, a strategy to boost math confidence and competence. Provincial student math achievement 
priorities are focused on helping students improve math achievement, as demonstrated through 
Education Quality and Accountability Office (EQAO) scores and preparing students for future success.  
 

The Ministry’s Math Action Achievement Plan includes: 
 One Board Math Lead to help improve math outcomes for students. Leads are responsible for 

curriculum implementation and standardized training and leading board-wide actions to meet 
targets.

DISCUSSION 
 
This report highlights Dufferin Peel’s response to the goals and priorities of the Ministry’s Math 
Achievement Action Plan and feedback from Multi-Year Strategic Plan (MYSP). Efforts to bridge the 
insights from the focus groups and goals from the mathematics department include: 
 

• Ensure curriculum fidelity through the use of instructional and assessment practices with a 
proven track of enhancing student achievement- creating and distributing specific math lessons 
and problems of the week for Grade 3 and 6 classes that elevate connections to the core text. 

 
• Further knowing the learner by ensuring mathematical tasks, interventions and supports are 

relevant and responsive by providing examples of the usage of digital tools to support 
understanding and practice of key math concepts. 

 
• Build math content knowledge for teaching: engaging in ongoing learning to strengthen 

mathematics content knowledge for teaching by promoting attendance and review of Ministry 
workshops. 

 
Program is leveraging a variety of resources to support educators in enhancing students’ mathematics 
learning experiences and responding to students’ strengths and needs.

A variety of resources are readily available for educator and student use. Core resources outlined below 
are fully aligned to the 2020 elementary math curriculum and 2021 Grade 9 MTH1W math curriculum, as 
applicable.

BACKGROUND 
 
Every 25 years, the Church calls its members to a year of Jubilee: a year to strengthen our faith in God, 
our love for each other and our hope in God’s saving promises.  Pope Francis has declared 2025  a Jubilee 
Year will focus on the theme of “Pilgrims of Hope,” as Pope Francis outlined in the formal document, ” 
which outlines the goals of this special year. Especially at this moment in world history, focusing on hope 
feels more relevant and necessary than ever. 
 
Jubilee Years have been a rich part of Catholic life since the year 1300, when the first Jubilee was 
proclaimed by Pope Boniface VIII.
