F. Work Group 

1. Parent Reaching Out Presentation; J. Toste 

Presenters Sabrina Baiana, Coordinator, Special Education and Learning Services and Jacqui 
Toste, Consultant, Special Education and Learning Services, shared an overview of the SEAC 
Parent Reaching Out Events offered during the 2021-2022 school year. 

The SEAC Goals for the 2021-2022 school year centered around the themes of Faith and Mental 
Health, Mathematics, Technology, Transitions and Literacy. 

All PRO Grant Events were held virtually using Zoom or Microsoft TEAMS. This virtual format 
continues to provide the opportunity to reach a wider audience and provides greater flexibility 
for families. In addition, sessions were recorded and posted on the website. 

Parents/Caregivers are valuable partners and key to the success of our students. Pro Grant 
events are designed to focus on the identification and removal of barriers that prevent 
parents/caregivers from participating and engaging fully in their student’s learning. Topics are 
selected to align with the DPCDSB’s Multi-Year Strategic Plan and the core values of Believe, 
Excel, Respect, Thrive and Trust.  

During the 2021-2022 school year, Dufferin-Peel hosted five PRO Grant Sessions and one SELS 
Information Session. The Faith Formation Session and the SELS Information Session “Welcome 
to DPCDSB” are annual sessions. The other sessions may vary each year with different guest 
speakers and themes based on feedback received and the current needs of the system. 

The first PRO Grant Session of the year was the Faith Formation Session, “Preparing your Child 
with Differing Abilities for the Sacraments.” This session supports families as they prepare their 
children with differing abilities for the Sacraments. The session was held on November 25, 
2021. This session was facilitated by SELS, Support Services, Religious Education Department 
and a SERT and ERW from one of our elementary schools. All registered participants were 
provided with their own Adaptive Kits which are greatly appreciated by the families. 

The number of registrations received was 51.  

The second PRO Grant Session offered was the mathematics session held on February 24, 2022. 
This session was facilitated by external presenters TVO Education Officers Jeff Cummings and 
Ian Whitton and featured TVO’s Digital Outreach Math Programs. The purpose of this outreach 
initiative was to further support families of students with differing abilities by providing 
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awareness, information, and a demonstration of 2 free digital math tools that are available 
through TVO; mPower and Mathify. These tools are available to support a wide range of 
student abilities, including curriculum bands of grades K to grade 6 and grade 4 to grade 11. 

The number of registrations received was 68. 

The third PRO Grant Session was the Technology focused PRO Grant held on March 31. This 
event was presented by MediaSmarts, a Canadian not-for-profit charitable organization for 
digital and media literacy. Their vision is that children, youth, and trusted adults have the 
critical thinking skills to engage with media as active and informed digital citizens. This event 
provided parents with strategies to help their child/young person stay safe online, manage 
their screen time, and set household internet rules. 

There were 57 parents/caregivers who registered for the event. 

The fourth PRO Grant Session was held on April 28, 2022, and the focus was supporting 
Transitions into Adulthood. This session was facilitated by Child Development Resource 
Connection Peel (CDRCP). 

This session was designed to help families learn about the benefits of connecting with service 
coordination to better navigate through the community supports and services in Peel Region 
and Dufferin County. The specific focus was on families that support students with a 
developmental disability, autism spectrum disorder or a complex physical/medical condition.

attend schools other than their neighbourhood school. 
 

2. GENERAL ADMISSIONS FOR ALL STUDENTS 
 

a. A pupil shall be admitted if: 
 

i) the pupil and the parent(s)/guardian(s) with custodial rights or the adult pupil/pupil who has 
withdrawn from parental control, reside within the district or zone of the Board; and 

 
ii) the pupil and the parent(s)/guardian(s) with custodial rights or the adult pupil/pupil who has 

withdrawn from parental control is a Canadian citizen or a permanent resident. 
 

b. All non-Canadians shall contact the Admissions Department. 
 

3. ELEMENTARY SCHOOLS 
 

a. Students shall be admitted to Kindergarten in September of any school year provided that they 
reach the age of four or five on, or before, December 31, in that same calendar year. 

 
b. Students shall be admitted to Grade 1 in September of any school year, provided that they reach 

the age of six on, or before, December 31, in that same calendar year.
