Here’s a tip from your Speech-
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o The teacher and children can take turns giving and following directions i.e. “Put a
yellow leaf between the red leaves.” while placing the leaves on the tree. Try
modelling the use of ordinals, prepositions and interesting adjectives while giving
directions.

Children can also make their own fall trees by tracing their arm and open hand on a
pieces of paper.
